On June 26, 2023, TherapeuticsMD, Inc., a Nevada corporation (the “Company”), held its combined 2022 and 2023 Annual Meeting (the “Annual
Meeting”). At the close of business on May 2, 2023, the record date for the determination of stockholders entitled to vote at the Annual Meeting, there
were 10,262,715 shares of the Company’s common stock, par value $0.001 per share (“Common Stock”), outstanding and entitled to vote at the Annual
Meeting.

12,000,000 shares to 32,000,000 shares; (4) approve, pursuant to Nasdaq Rules 5635(b) and 5635(d), the issuance of up to 5,000,000 shares of Common
Stock to be sold in one or more private placements to Rubric Capital Management LP (“Rubric”) or one or more of its affiliates, under a subscription
agreement with Rubric (the “Private Placement Proposal”); and (5) ratify the appointment of Grant Thornton LLP, an independent registered public
accounting firm, as the independent auditor of the Company for the fiscal year ending December 31, 2023.
